Brodit Holders Exclusively From Sunnysoft

In a number of cases, these Swedish mobile device and GPS navigation holders for cars replace manufacturers' original accessories; they can also be mounted in a number of locations in the car without the need for drilling.

Prague, 16 September 2009 – Sunnysoft, specialists in the area of mobile solutions, pocket computing, smartphones and GPS navigation, presents premium products from the Swedish company Brodit. Brodit holders and ProClips are used to mount mobile devices in vehicles. Their advantages, bringing them worldwide success, include flexible attachment options in vehicle interiors, active device charging, a simple mounting process without the need to drill holes, road safety, and quick availability of holders once a given vehicle or mobile device has appeared on the market.

Brodit ProClips and holders

Holders are custom-made for specific vehicle models and device types. The solution consists of two components – a ProClip and holder. The ProClip is a unique solution for mounting holders in cars that installs with a simple click into crevices already present between plastic dashboard components. As a result, there is no need to drill holes and damage the vehicle's interior. Mounting the device onto the holder (and dismounting) is very easy. Holders are custom-made for most mobile devices such as mobile phones, PDAs and communicators, smartphones, LCD panels, GPS navigation devices, MP3 players, tough terminals or shortwave transmitters.

Mobile devices can then be mounted in several locations in the interior – the left windshield column, dashboard, headrest or centre console.

"We chose Brodit from Sweden because of their high quality and added value for the user. Constant annual revenue growth is proof that this was the right choice," says Jiří Strouhal, director of the Sales Division at Sunnysoft s.r.o. "Thanks to our successes, starting in September 2009 we have became their exclusive distributor for the Czech Republic and Slovakia," adds Jiří Strouhal.

In connection with its exclusive distribution of Brodit in the Czech and Slovak Republics, Sunnysoft today launched a new version of the www.brodit.cz website. This site is intended for both end users and resellers. There is, for example, a configuration tool that will offer users several holder options for their mobile device, and will find all suitable ProClips for a given vehicle model.

What are Brodit's advantages over regular holders?

Mobile device holders usually come in four types. One can choose the "active with power" type, powered either from the cigarette lighter plug or connected to the dashboard wiring harness, the "for use with original cable" type, the "with pass-through connector" type, and the "passive with no power" type. For the most popular devices, Brodit offers more choices (for the iPhone, it has eleven types, for example). Most manufacturers of mobile devices do not even offer active holders with charging. Their accessories include either universal passive holders with a suction cup or none at all (e.g. Nokia, see information below).
Another singular benefit that makes Brodit a favourite of drivers all over the world is the ability to mount devices in many places in the interior (see photos from the 2009 Subaru Forester or the Toyota Avensis).

Finally, yet importantly, it also supports road safety and makes holders available soon after an automobile or new mobile device makes its appearance on the market.

Brodit replaces missing Nokia accessories

Brodit holders for mobile and GPS navigation devices replace missing accessories for new Nokia products. Currently there are not holders available for these devices as part of their standard accessories, and their users are forced to leave them lying about freely. "This concerns primarily the Nokia E71, N79 and N96, but also many others," adds Mario Petrus, a product manager with Sunnysoft s.r.o.

Brodit has called these new holders for Nokia devices "Holder f. Cable Attachment For Nokia original cable CA-116, CA-113CU and CA-134". The holders are designed so that the original power cable from a Nokia hands-free kit can be connected directly to them. The holders are intended primarily for the following Nokia models: N96, N95 8GB, N95 4GB, N82, N79, N78, E90, E75, E71, E66, E65, E63, E51, 6600 Fold, 6300, 6220 Classic, 6210 Navigator, 6120 Class, 3120 Class, 3109/3110, 2630, 2600 Class.
Brodit supports road safety

A device fastened to a ProClip is always easy to find, creating a safe driving environment. Mobile phones, navigation and other devices that drivers use on the road are thus not moving about the interior of the car freely, and not distracting them while driving.

Brodit holders don't obstruct the driver's view, and comply with regulations even in those countries that have explicitly prohibited attaching any type of holder to the windshield.

Safety standards are rigorously taken into account while the product is still in the design stage. For this reason, in some cars drivers will not have the option of attachment on the left windshield column, where side airbags are located.

Brodit has an ISO 9001:2008 quality certificate, and crash test certification from the Swedish Road and Transport Institute. Here is an excerpt from crash test results:

Impact test 921119-3: A holder for the SAAB 9000 was selected due to its unusual shape. It was attached to the glove compartment and turned to face the driver. This angle was measured and found to be approximately 15°. In the case of impact, contact with a relatively sharp corner could thus be assumed. Due to a special V shape where the holder's supports (legs) are attached to the instrument panel, preventing its collapse upon impact, two slits were made in the GUN instrument panel, and the holder was firmly wedged into the panel to achieve the greatest possible similarity to its manner of installation in the vehicle. The impact test was performed, with a resultant value of 56.6 g. Results: The 80 g  (780 mis2) limit was not exceeded.
